As we come to the conclusion of our associations 25th anniversary year we are 
ready to celebrate the mandarin programs 25th anniversary implementation into 
the Edmonton Public Schools system. We have celebrated our past successes 
over this year and should now look at what is in store for our association and 
program for the next 25 years.

The conflicts and embattlements of the past in regards to the Pin Yin/ Zhou Yin phonetics and traditional 
and simplified character sets will have been settled with a compromised whereas the students will be verse 
in both systems. 
 
The graduates of our program will be working for companies that have direct dealings with China and hold 
government positions that deal with all matters in regards to trade with China. The program will be renown 
over the entire world with delegations from countries visiting and trying to imitate the success of our 
program. 
 
Our vision for the next 25 years is “Mandarin Bilingual, Make it your Future” for the future of our students 
and program. What is your vision for the next 25 years? Come out to our meetings to share those visions.
